The great stone gate, 
describes as; "St. Godley's  
Academy for Girls," and barbed 
wire bordered, hand made signs 
read; "DANGER! KEEP OUT!" NO 
CALLERS-EXCEPT THE OTHERS!" 
"PARENTS BY APPOINTMENT ONLY." 
LIGHTS down, bleed through scrim 
to;




SCENE 2- SCHOOL STUDY.




The boater wearing, cigar smoking 
, gin swigging dissolute savages 
of the LOWER FOURTH (usually 14 
yrs ,) occupy themselves, in 
different cliques, alongside the 
ridiculously sexy, thigh showing 
PREFECTS. The HEAD GIRL, a real 
fizzer  and champion swimmer, 
enters through French windows 
still dripping, followed by 
JUNIORS (15 yrs ,) SWIM CLASS (in 
goggles, flippers and outsized  gym 
knickers,) while her heart 
stirring SPORTS CHAMPION 
colleague, teaches Health and 
Beauty exercises, (with hoops, 
medicines balls and stick 
ribbons,) filmed by a WILD 
SCOTTISH GIRL and equally hairy 
members of the FILM CLUB. The 
SCIENCE DEPT. nurture  a gin 
distillery in the great fireplace, 
as SPIVVY FRED (a former boot boy) 
labels the bottles beneath a 
makeshift sun tanning machine, 
surrounded by a long row of dirty 
boots to be polished. Above him, a 
crude sign declares" SCHOOL CRÈCHE- 
THIS WAY!" pinned  to a bookshelf.  
In the bay window ,a dare devil, 
tom boy NEW GIRL lies on the floor 
with a paper knife in her heart 
while the DRAMA CLUB ("Shirley 
Holmes and "Pogo" Watson",) 
examine her. 
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The drama is played out before a 
cobwebbed blackboard with the 
repeated lines;" I MUST DO 
GOODER," chalked over it. An 
objectionable GIRL " snogs " another 
girl,(who is actually one of 
several androgynous looking 
"boyfriends" disguised as a 
shapeless LOWER FOURTH,) while 
members of the MUSIC CLUB ,toe 
tap, to a spirited rendition of 
the finale of the NEW GIRL'S new 
musical, played on a bouncing 
upright, whose final chords are 
greeted with a smattering of 
applause while the curious MUSIC 
CLUB MEMBERS analyze the piano 
score and "brown paper covered" 
librettos with interest. At this 
point, an eccentric Headmistress, 
MISS LUKER, slips into the room, 
via a secret panel in the oak 
wall, with a sign reading "DO NOT 
DISTURB," (plus graffiti; "already 
disturbed,") added. She samples 
the gin.


HEADMISTRESS




Not too much water, girls, and please 
be careful with the nitroglycerine, 
won't you? There's nothing gives a 
girl more aplomb and savoir-faire than 
when she's eager to show her 
pulchritude! Fred, we need to call a 
crisis meeting!

FRED stands to reveal "I AM 
SPARTACUS" across the front of his 
shorts.




FRED




Do you mean to tell me you've gambled away the 
school fees again?




HEADMISTRESS




Well, I didn't mean to, Fred, oh, if only I had 
the courage to surrender myself to the 
authorities.

FRED




But how are we going to beat our creditors 
economically?
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HEADMISTRESS




Well, as economically as we can, considering 
the cost of living.

FRED




You do realize how calamitous this really is?




She corrects his grammar.




HEADMISTRESS




How calamitous these really are!

HEAD GIRL




But how shall we all survive?

HEADMISTRESS




By fishing, foraging and most importantly, 
filling up on vast amounts of fresh air.




HEAD GIRL




But freezing and starving us to death won't 
impress the Ministry of Education, Miss




Luker.  The staff has resigned and they're 
threatening to shut us down.

HEADMISTRESS




Well, now you've got me into one of my moods, 
and its too late to place a bet with Tina.
Ladies, take your feet off the radiators and 
stop what you are doing instantly.




The SCHOOL gather before their 
HEADMISTRESS.




HEADMISTRESS ( cont’d )




It is my melancholy task to announce the 
closure of this famous, nay, unorthodox




school. Through circumstances which got out of 
control, it is no more! However, when I turn 
the lights out, if whosoever stole our 
championship trophy returns it, then we  might 
be able to affect a reprieve!


HEADMISTRESS switches the lights 
off. Blackout. Pause. Turns them 
on again to reveal ALL the 
trophies missing!




HEADMISTRESS ( cont’d )




Well, in that case, Ladies, courtesy forbids me 
to tell you where you can all go, but I suspect 
it will involve a merciless world and home!




Boos.
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BOYFRIEND




But I thought this was home!?

Hand flies up.

HEAD GIRL




Quiet, dummies! Have you anything to suggest?




A hand shoots up.




LOLITA




Why don't we lower our standards?

HEADMISTRESS




Why don't you remove the farmyard from your 
mind?

The DISTILLERS step forward.

HEAD GIRL




Science department?

HEAD OF SCIENCE DEPT.




Well, Miss, we've developed a contraceptive 
toothpaste?




HEADMISTRESS




Well, that's frightfully advanced of you, 
girls, but on this occasion, I must brush it 
aside.




FILM CLUB surrounds HEAD GIRL.




HEAD GIRL




Film club?

FILM CLUB




We could premiere our new TV series.




HEADMISTRESS




Entitled?




FILM CLUB




"The little mosque on the Prairie!"




HEADMISTRESS




Well, I don't know anything about that!




HEAD GIRL selects raised hand of 
the NEW (pregnant,)GIRL.

HEAD GIRL




The scholarship girl, Headmistress?
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NEW GIRL




The music department would like to suggest a 
benefit?




HEADMISTRESS




Oh, well if you're keen. You've already made an 
exhibition of yourself. A benefit sounds very 
much on the spot? We are always very pleased to 
welcome all our newcomers from the mist- I 
mean, in our midst




SNOBBY GIRL
This girl is a real addition to our number, 
Headmistress; in fact, she's just completed a 
brand new musical!




HEADMISTRESS




Has she, well, we pride ourselves on offering 
our girls the advantages of a modern education. 
What is your chosen topic?




NEW GIRL




" Moby Dick."

Consternation all round.

SHIRLEY HOLMES
What a ghastly idea, Miss!




HEADMISTRESS




Please don't elevate your nose at me! If I want 
your opinion I'll tell you what it is.


SPORTS CHAMPION
Sounds more like a sports injury!

HEADMISTRESS




Well, you're wrong, smart Alice. It's the name 
of a famous nautical saga by the American 
author Herman Melville, which, unhelpfully, is 
all about men, am I right?




NEW GIRL




Actually, "Dick", Head, is about the whale's 
revenge on men!




Wild cheers.




HEADMISTRESS




Well, that does touch some chord in my memory, 
but isn't it indescribably long?

NEW GIRL




Yes, so I took the liberty to cut it!
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(MORE)

POGO WATSON
What a nerve!




HEADMISTRESS




Well, is there, I mean are there any role for 
Miss Luker?




SNOBBY GIRL
Yes, filthy, you can play the ham roll.




FRED




Yes and its now chopped ham!

HEADMISTRESS




Because before I did time- I mean, joined the 
board of education- I used to be on the stage 
as a quick change artiste.

Well, you're the caretaker, Fred, take care of 
it! For a start you can reopen the pool. In the 
meantime, seniors, I advise you to make the

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HEADMISTRESS(cont'd)Lot, copy the script and let's get this

The 
chest is overflowing with silks 
and gold, maybe other Ryder  
Haggard-like mementoes (tiger 
skins, etc , to denote exotic 
travels,) which is brought across 
the stage by DAGOO and FLASK, 
followed by PIP, who is in awe of 
the house. ESTA follows the chest 
upstage and, as it disappears, 
(off,) then suddenly freezes in 
the presence of her Lord and 
Master. AHAB has entered, 
(surrounded by GUESTS from the 
harbour, (replete with food and 
drink for a party,) who now 
congeal, as one, between ESTA and 
AHAB upstage, to watch their coy 
stand off,( with PIP in the 
middle,)and DAGOO and FLASK 
returning to join a romantic 
interlude, laced with tension.

He's not. Queequeg's  a Polynesian voyager from 
the magical islands of Hawaii. He's out trying 
to sell his shrunken heads right now to pay his 
rent.

They stay 
down as he says;

Let me get this straight; you want me to sleep 
with a cannibal- who missed supper?




COFFIN




Look, Ishmael, don't get in a stew; He may be a 
cannibal but better to sleep with a sober 
Heathen than a drunken Christian?

Sweet dreams.




ISHMAEL

ISHMAEL blows out the candle on 
the chair and attempts to sleep. 
In the moonlit "blackout", the 
fun, weird and exotic, young 
QUEEQUEG (covered in arm tattoo) 
enters with "his" own candle, and 
places his skull adorned harpoon 
(shaped like Melville's ink nib 
pen,) against the wall. 
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Now, as pre sleep ritual, he pulls 
out a pagan-ahem , well 
endowed,(but natural,)wooden 
'god', places it centre-stage to 
chant to it.




QUEEQUEG

Oh we oh wama wama paheena  uwe hama ma hiye , ma 
hiye!

The chanting causes ISHMAEL to sit 
up , like a gun target, terrified, 
after which, he dives beneath the 
covers, as QUEEQUEG puts away his 
'god' and slips into bed beside 
ISHMAEL. QUEEQUEG senses he has a 
bed fellow and feels her pregnant 
state above the blanket before 
revealing ISHMAEL'S face.




ISHMAEL
Good evening.




Both SCREAM and leap out of the 
bed like SCOOBY DOO KIDS.




BOTH




Agggh!




QUEEQUEG reclaims his harpoon, 
leaps back on top of the bed, and 
threatens to pin the quaking 
ISHMAEL like a butterfly, against 
the wall, hidden behind whale 
motif blanket, protecting 
ISHMAEL'S modesty.




QUEEQUEG




Who you? What you do in my bed?!

ISHMAEL
Landlord! Save me!




QUEEQUEG




Speak or I killee!




ISHMAEL
Mr. Coffin! Help! He's going to paddle me into 
a poi bowl.
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COFFIN runs in, now dressed in 
night-shirt and cap and wrestles 
the harpoon off QUEEQUEG, 
swiftly,( pretends,) to hit his 
foot with the end of it, so the 
adolescent QUEEQUEG yelps, jumps 
off the bed, (hopping,) as ISHMAEL 
hides behind COFFIN showing a 
picture of his bum, illustrated on 
his nightshirt.

COFFIN




Bless me, Ishmael; what's all this yelling and 
ejaculating going on? Keep it down! You'll wake 
the whole town!




ISHMAEL
Well, it's just the usual shock of meeting a 
cannibal which is far too exciting to be 
greeted in silence!

Sorry, Queequeg , this young teacher was in need

PIP crosses forestage  pulling 
miniature replica of " Pequod ", (a 
la 'Gulliver's  Travels,") on 
undulating wheels, then, followed 
by PLACARD GIRL announcing: 'Gone 
Fishing'.

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ACT TWO




As the intermission draws to a 
close, with home made jams and 
cakes sold (allergy warning on ice 
cream pots; "Made from a farm that 
handles nuts!" the  LOWER FOURTH 
make their way up the aisles 
ringing hand bells and carrying 
buckets of fake notes that read: 
'Save St. Godley's!'  Do NOT 
attempt to solicit money from the 
audience, it makes them 
uncomfortable. If you are using 
the show to raise funds for your 
own cause, the money should be 
raised through the price of 
tickets or concession ideas and 
the amount announced (without 
cast) at the conclusion of the 
show. Keep the show on the stage. 
LIGHTS DIM as the late violin 
playing ORCHESTRA LEADER, (unknown 
to her, a stretch of hard paper 
toilet roll emanating from her 
visible knickers,) rides her bike 
before the front row and hands it 
over into the pit, (colliding with 
brass section and drum kit,) 
before she clambers onto the 
CONDUCTOR'S podium to raise her 
(lit "up" bulb on the end of her 
baton,) to kick start a necklace 
of Merry England toned reprises. A 
SPOTLIGHT finds HEAD GIRL of the 
SCIENCE LAB. who walks before the 
scrim.

Before we continue our creatures of the deep, 
the science department would like to present to 
you a brand new phenomena; Live Three D! Place 
the special goggles you have on your nose and 
sit back as you experience the school girl 
fantasies of Heroine addiction within the gay 
Arcady  which is girlhood!




14. Living shadows.




Behind the scrim, a line up of 
physically mature SENIORS perform 
HEALTH AND SAFETY EXERCISE. 
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They run UPSTAGE towards, (and 
over,) a single RED AND GREEN SPOT 
(placed side by side,) which are 
both directed upstage onto the 
back of the SCRIM, facing the 
audience. This creates a necklace 
of mischievous living shadows to a 
parody of the KEEL ROW. JUNIOR 
GIRLS then substitute them by 
placing their backs to the scrim, 
to throw a MULTIPLICITY of balls, 
paper darts and confectionery, etc  
(from cloth bags at their feet,) 
beyond the two lights again, as 
the music of the DAM BUSTERS is 
parodied. Finally, the LOWER 
FOURTH wear kilts and stag antlers 
to perform a ludicrous Morris 
dance,( with sticks,) to highland 
fling music! PLACARD GIRL enters 
announcing "THIS IS A STICK UP!"  
This little 3D show is very short 
and it's all about how much the 
audience are getting out of it. 
Once you come to the stag dance, 
you can rest assured they got the 
idea and you can move swiftly on 
to the drama.




SCIENCE DEPT.




You can put your glasses away now everybody. 
Well, what do you expect with this government? 
On with culture!




DRAMATIC MUSIC Q. BLEED THROUGH 
SCRIM to reveal deck of the 
Pequod.  See Act Two set for G & 
S's  H.M.S.PINAFORE.

SCENE 11 - ON DECK. NORTH POLE.




The LOWER FOURTH are dressed in 
mandatory school swim wear, 
(beneath sow 'esters and oil 
coats.) The PREFECTS are in 
fashionable Esther William range 
swim wear, hidden, (in this first 
scene,) beneath a variety of fur 
coats. The JUNIORS are discovered 
skating, (on heeleys  I.E ; shoes 
with wheels,) across the iced over 
LAKE (i.e. 
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the  sea,) throwing snowballs, 
fishing through ice holes, and 
building a Polar Bear snowman. The 
PREFECTS warm hands round a 
brazier as one very objectionable 
LITTLE GIRL circles the PEQUOD, 
(centre stage,) in a wooden 
motorboat fashioned from a large 
pedal car.


15. Mr. Starbuck.

ALL
FOR CREW OF VOODOO CAPTAIN LIFE CAN BE CRUEL




WE NEVER SEE HIM AND HE TREATS US LIKE MULE




ALL DAY AND NIGHT WE HEAR HIM SCUFFING ABOUT




OUR VOODOO CAPTAIN NEEDS A WOMAN NO DOUBT.

A small school "DINNER" gong 
sounds as AHAB surfaces, gaunt and 
fearsome, (in fish scale cloak and 
frozen snow-king hair,) from 
months alone in his cabin. He has 
to get adjusted to the light and 
for a moment is blind.

STARBUCK comes to his aid.




STARBUCK




SIR?!

AHAB




CALL ALL MEN DOWN!




STARBUCK




MAST HEADERS DOWN!




PIP runs to AHAB.




STUBB/ STARBUCK
MAST HEADERS DOWN!




AHAB




PIP, IT'S TIME TO SIP A NIP OF HOT BEEF TEA




PIP runs off for the TEA.




AHAB ( CONT'D)  ( cont’d )




IT'S A FEELING HOMESICK REMEDY.




Cheer.
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ALL 




Hurrah!

ISHMAEL
THE SMALL AVAILABLE JOYS OF HOT BEEF TEA!

PIP runs in with a school tea pot. 
AHAB pours tots of tea personally.

WHAT D'YA  DO WHEN IT'S YOU SEES A WHALE LAD?




PIP
SING FOR IT?

ALL
AYE, SING FOR IT.




AHAB




Exemplary, Pip! Right, men?




AHAB fills upturned spear head for 
DAGOO next, then FLASK.

AHAB ( CONT'D)  ( cont’d )




BUT WHAT IS THE TUNE THAT YOU PULL AND YOU ROAR TO?

FLASK mimes twisting neck.




FLASK
THE 'DEAD WHALE!'




DAGOO mimes pulling oars.

AHAB gives ISHMAEL tea which 
ISHMAEL inadvertently spits out 
over AHAB.

PIP takes over the tea 
distribution as AHAB takes ISHMAEL 
by the ear.

Whales are black aren't they, sir? But yours is 
white, right?

Right.




Steps away from ISHMAEL addressing 
the audience down centre.




AHAB ( cont’d )




AS BIG AS A MOUNTAIN OF SNOW WITH GILLS




AS SCARRED AS JERUSALEM'S HILLS!

AHAB holds up a sports shield 
,glitter ball effect.




AHAB ( cont’d )




AND SEE THIS GOLD DOUBLOON?




IT'S GOOD AS YOURS AS SOON




AS SOMEONE SEARCHES OUT THOSE JAWS




'WHITE ONE'S' MARK YE, THEN IT'S YOURS!




AHAB pushes past the converging 
whalers and pretends to hammer the 
velcrosed , 'shield' to the mast.

AHAB (CONT'D)  ( cont’d )




A SPANISH OUNCE FOR HE WHO'LL POUNCE AND NAIL


Three hammer blows with the music - 
bang, bang, bang! Glitter ball 
effect stops.




ALL
NAIL THE ROGUE WHITE WHALE!




The CREW cheers and crowd in on 
the "doubloon."

FLASK
OO LA LA!  A YEAR'S WAGES TO MOST.

The experienced HEATHER HARPOONERS 
boast they may have seen this 
rogue whale.




TASHTEGO




CAPTAIN AHAB, THAT WHALE'S SICK, THE ONE SOME CALL 'MOBY 
DICK'?

AHAB




YES HE'S TOP OF THE PROSPECTUS, MEN.
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FLASK
DOES HE FANTAIL A LITTLE ODD?

DAGOO
AND IS IT A SHOCK OF WHEAT HE SPOUTS?

AHAB




Yes, and he's unaccountably thick. You've seen 
him then? They've seen that white brimful of 
mischief, Starbuck. He! He! He!




AHAB laughs maniacally but 
realizes that STARBUCK is not by 
his side, but standing away from 
the rest, looking miserable. 
STARBUCK dares to challenge AHAB.

STARBUCK




Captain Ahab; was it not Moby Dick who broke 
thy heart?

Sharp intake of breaths.

AHAB




Who told you that?




AHAB addresses all his crew.

AHAB ( CONT'D)  ( cont’d )




Yes, it was he who razored  and dismasted  me 
before the gaze of America, but now, my 
dander's up!

STUBB intervenes between STARBUCK 
and AHAB.




STUBB
AND THIS IS WHAT YOU'VE SHIPPED FOR MEN




TO SAIL THROUGH HELL AND BACK AGAIN




TO FIND THE FIEND AND TIRE HIM OUT




TILL HE SPOUTS BLACK BLOOD AND ROLLS FIN OUT!

A GREAT REWARD FOR THOSE WHO GOURD THAT DICK




ON A HARPOON STICK!

AHAB escapes STARBUCK's obvious 
disapproval by frightening the now 
"fevered" CREW by involving them 
in a devilish ritual.

With their harpoons, the 
HARPOONERS form a wigwam shape 
above AHAB's head. AHAB grabs the 
point at which the harpoons cross 
and begins to tremble as if 
possessed.  ISHMAEL sneaks back up 
to the crow's nest. The rest of 
the CREW look on in stylized 
terror.




AHAB ( CONT'D)  ( cont’d )




NOW, LET ME TOUCH THE AXIS!






AHAB feigns power, filling him 
from the ritual as the LITTLE 
GIRLS circle him as if clamped by 
an Alien message married to a 
wicker dance. PIP skips, 
terrified, round the ceremony with 
his ribboned tambourine. The 
JUNIORS drop to their knees and 
bow to AHAB like Red Indians 
might. First half is intense, 
accelerating into a zombie like 
frenzy!

CAN YOU FEEL IT? AHAB'S SPIRIT




CAN YOU FEEL IT FILL THE AIR?
CAN YOU FEEL THE BOLT ELECTRIC?

SCENE 12 -WHALE HUNT




16. Heave Away




LITTLE GIRLS bring a school racing 
boat on (the sort of thing Oxford 
and Cambridge race in,) held high 
above their heads. The PREFECTS 
sit in it and use lacrosse sticks 
to row. QUEEQUEG stands in the 
rear with his harpoon and regatta 
flags on rope. The PREFECTS mime a 
"peck"-and- " abs "-straining whale 
chase becoming almost self 
conscious, and "pouting to 
audience",(as if glamorous 
models,) while the stubby, hero 
worshipping SCIENCE DEP. make 
their luscious hair rise, as they 
point WIND MACHINES at them. As 
with all these songs, let it run 
away with you, and it won't mean a 
thing. Do it so you can hear 
EVERYTHING and it will appear to 
be to be as fast as you think it 
should be! In fact, an incredibly 
intelligent LITTLE GIRL will beat 
a water topped OIL DRUM, (with 
whale bones,) to ensure the 
correct tempo! Slower than you 
think!!!


STUBB, STARBUCK (AND CREW)




BOATS DOWN (LOWER BOATS) INTO THE WATER




JUMP MEN (GRAB YOUR OARS) HEAVE AWAY (HEY!)




CHASE THEM (CUT THEIR THROATS) START THE SLAUGHTER
RACE THEM (WITHOUT PAUSE) ALL THE DAY (HEY!)




STAND BY (HARPOONER) AIM STEADY




QUEEQUEG!




QUEEQUEG




READY!

STUBB, STARBUCK & CREW




SPEAR HIS SIDE!




QUEEQUEG emits TARZAN- cry.




QUEEQUEG 




Ahahahahahaha!

( WHOAH-OH-OH)




YES THAT DICK IS DANGEROUS WHEN HE'S WET!
TRAWL THE [BUTCHERED HAUL] BACK TO THE PEQUOD




TELL THE [DECK HANDS] HANG HIM HIGH! (HEY)

To evoke the butchery, chopping 
up, and boiling down of the whale 
into oil, the SCHOOL depicts all 
this symbolically. They hang a 
HORRIBLE GIRL, (a replica of 
course,) while another NASTY GIRL 
is beheaded.




STUBB/ STARBUCK & CO
CHOP THE [BLUBBER UP) AND TAKE THE JELL-O

A fake FIRE is lit to boil a 
STOCKY GIRL, (with a sensible, 
cheery face,) in a cannibal pot, 
(happily using a loofer  as if its 
bath time!)

The original novel of MOBY DICK is 
extremely surreal and here is a 
moment you shouldn't be frightened 
of being the same. The LOWER 
FOURTH indulge in a pillow fight, 
(throwing handfuls of loose 
FEATHERS as they go,) then they 
curl on the floor on either side 
of a makeshift cat walk, as 
JUNIORS sit ,with straight backs, 
on tiny barrels behind them, 
applauding the glamorous PREFECTS, 
who model a range of furs, ripping 
velcrosed  strips to drop blood red 
aprons.




ALL
MOBY DICK IS OUT THERE, HEAVE AWAY




( WHOAH-OH-OH)




BIG AND QUICK AND SOMEWHERE ON HIS WAY
MOBY DICK IS CUNNING, THAT'S A BET




( WHOAH-OH-OH)




MOBY DICK IS DANGEROUS WHEN HE'S WET!
GONNA GET HIM, GONNA GET HIM,
CHASE AND NET HIM, GONNA GET HIM YET!

A slide becomes blood filled (see, 
DON'T LOOK NOW movie) as red pen 
ink is flicked onto it. 
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Another TABLEAU of historical 
catastrophes evolves as LITTLE 
GIRLS fire harmless Styrofoam 
arrows, using real bows, across 
the back drop, in one rainbow 
effect, as STARBUCK fakes an arrow 
in her eye, while our usual 
PLACARD GIRL, dressed as WILLIAM 
THE CONQUEROR, (with a string of 
onions around her neck,) crosses 
the stage with a placard 
announcing; "The Battle of 
Hasting."

The LOWER FOURTH GIRLS are 
exhausted but can't sleep. 
SENSIBLE malingers round book 
shelves.




SENSIBLE GIRL

He doesn't 
want to say the next words.




AHAB




Boy, you must not speak to me again.




PIP is devastated.




PIP
Why not Cap'n?

AHAB has to place PIP on a higher 
level, on his eye line.

AHAB




Pip, there is that in thee which I feel too 
curing for my malady, and for this hunt my 
malady becomes my most desired health. You must 
sleep on deck from now on.




PIP jumps down and hugs AHAB'S 
stump, tearful.


PIP
But master... the sharks, the sharks!

AHAB raises a hand to PIP.




AHAB




Weep so and I will murder thee!
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PIP freezes in submission.




AHAB ( cont’d )




Have a care foolish Pip, for Ahab too is mad!




He places a shaky hand on PIP'S 
shoulder.




AHAB ( cont’d )




God bless thee, and if it comes to that - God 
forever save thee; let what will, befall.

AHAB tries to make light of it.




AHAB ( cont’d )




See, you can lie in that nest of rigging.

AHAB abandons PIP for his cabin.

18. Vulnerable.

MUSIC Q. LIGHTS UP on LOWER FOURTH 
who lie around frothing at the 
mouth, stunned by a relentless, 
pounding sun,(with coloured  stick-
on red spots covering each face.) 
The limp acting JUNIORS, attempt 
to inhabit duties,( tiny hand 
mirrors in their palms, reflect 
flashes of light at the audience.) 
The PREFECTS, however, lie on sun 
beds, replete with sunglasses, 
acquiring a sun tan. A future ZOO 
KEEPER mimes being an iguana and 
an egg fries on the banister. But 
in the centre of the stage, our 
main focus is QUEEQUEG, who sits 
cross legged, throwing knuckles of 
BONES (invisibly strung together 
so as not to lose them,) which he 
then reads as portents of the 
future.

ISHMAEL
WARM CLIMES NURSE CRUEL FANGS AND A TYPHOON MIGHT BURST FROM 
THIS CLOUDLESS SKY AT ANY GIVEN MOMENT.




BUT SAILOR'S TALES SAY WINDLESS SAILS ARE ACCURSED
AS CREWMEN FRY AND ALL MINDS TWIST IN TORMENT!

QUEEQUEG




BONES TELL QUEEQUEG NO ONE WIN




TELL CARPENTER CARVE COFFIN




PUT ME AND HARPOON WITHIN;




ALL THIS I READ IN BONES!
SHIP CURSED BY RELENTLESS DROUGHT
NO WIND TO HELP SAIL SWELL OUT




WE DIE LIKE A FLAPPING TROUT!

CREW




ALL THIS HE FEELS IN HIS BONES!




FLASK rises, pausing in the act of 
sharpening his pencil. A roll of 
summer thunder cues the sail to 
start to flap, then a porthole 
window flap, and the cabin door, 
black waves jockey for height, 
creating the FX of an increasingly 
turbulent sea.


FLASK
What do you say, mes amis?  The ship is 
cursed…we should throw the sea a sacrifice to 
break the spell and I think it should be the 
weakest, Pip!




FLASK circles the ailing PIP, 
menacingly, with his pencil, as he 
lies, defenseless, baking in his 
rigging basket but ISHMAEL, in a 
wild fury, grabs FLASK from 
behind.




ISHMAEL
Maybe it should be you Flask!?




Suddenly STARBUCK breaks the fight 
up by firing a musket in the air.

STARBUCK (CONT'D)




Oh, to work with such a heathen crew! Great 
God, for one instance - show thyself!

On cue, AHAB appears.
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AHAB




Baton down the hatches, men, it's a storm!

21. Storm.

The sudden STORM is a great relief 
for the increasingly pent up LOWER 
FOURTH as PREFECTS man the thunder 
sheet and wind machines!

AHAB ( cont’d )




BLOW ILL WIND BLOW




WITH YOUR TEMPER SO FRIGHTENING




AHAB orders the JUNIORS to hand 
him the lightening rods which 
attracts bolts of lightening to 
strike him alone.




AHAB ( cont’d )




AND THROW, GREAT GODS, THROW
EVERY BRIGHT BOLT OF LIGHTENING




AND LIGHTING THESE RODS TO GLOW!

The storm erupts! MR. STUBBS'S 
ships wheel, (on castors,) rolls, 
(guided by him,) from left to 
right, then from right to far 
left, (and repeated,) whilst the 
mock- staggering CREW mirror it 
and the cloth waves rise higher.

AHAB AND ALL




MASTER (MASTER)




COMMANDER (COMMANDER)
DO NOT, SIR,(SURRENDER)
BUT KEEP DAVY JONES AND HIS LOCKER AT BAY.
SO STRIKE ME (WHILE WE FLEE)
ATTACK ME! (TO SAFETY)




JUST WATCH ME DEFEND YE!




AND HALT EVERY BOLT AND ASSAULT NIGHT AND DAY!

At the same time, the lifeless 
PIP, on his nest of rope, (also on 
castors,) is pulled off, (by a 
hidden rope,) but in the first 
stagger right, PIP disappears 
offstage, while the nest of rope 
returns, conspicuously empty! PIP 
has slipped overboard, unnoticed! 
Before the STORM subsides, coaster 
lights rush down the lightening 
'rods', which, in turn, cue two 
flash pots to explode. 
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During the flashes, a strange 
light illuminates the mast like a 
strip of green neon.  The HEATHENS 
drop to their knees cowering at 
what they see as a bad sign. The 
LOWER FOURTH, recover from much 
puffing and mysterious panting. 
The PREFECTS stand behind 
STARBUCK.


DAGOO
Mr. Stubb , look aloft! Lightening has struck 
the middle mast!

QUEEQUEG




'St  Elmo's fire'! It's an evil omen!




STARBUCK




Turn back old man, the heavens are against 
thee.

AHAB




All your oaths to hunt the white whale are as 
binding as mine, look you, thus I shall blow 
out this flame.




AHAB blows at the glowing mast, 
(as a LITTLE GIRL maneuvers a wind 
machine behind him,) St. Elmo's 
fire pulsates and slowly fades 
out.




AHAB ( CONT’D)  ( cont’d )




See. I still run this ship!




AHAB pats the "doubloon!" 
Glitterball  erupts then goes.

AHAB




Remember the gold, men!

STUBB
Aye, aye, Captain.




ISHMAEL
Man overboard!

All look up, then, out to sea, 
(hands cupped over eye!)MUSIC Q.

STARBUCK




Man overboard!

AHAB




Who is it?
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ISHMAEL 




It looks like… Pip.

AHAB




Pip?




They dash to boats right side.




QUEEQUEG




The sharks!




FLASK grabs a Chinese umbrella to 
chase off sharks as CREW rail.




CREW




Hiiiiiii !!

STARBUCK




This will drive the poor boy mad.

ISHMAEL
They've got him!

EVERYONE runs to left side of the 
boat as the SCIENCE LAB set up 
field camp centre stage and DAGOO 
and TASHTEGO arrive with frozen 
PIP on a stretcher.

DAGOO
Make way, make way!

HEAD OF SCIENCE DEPT.




He has fever.




TASHTEGO




The freezing water has sent him into shock.




AHAB is genuinely alarmed at PIP'S 
condition.

AHAB




Would he have died or I...




HEAD OF SCIENCE DEPT.




He's not making any sense Captain.




AHAB 
What does he say with that look of his?




PIP
"I look, you look, he looks, we look, ye look, 
they look."
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HEAD OF SCIENCE DEPT.




Upon my soul, he's been studying your copy of 
'Murray's Grammar', sir ! Improving his mind as 
you asked.

PIP 




"I look, you look," Where do I look now?




PIP has gone mad and AHAB, hands clasped over 
his ears, moves away.

STUBB
Pip's spirit has sunk so deep, no grapples or 
hooks can ever fetch it back.

Now PIP hears the angels calling 
him out front.

PIP ( CONT'D)




Hush!

PIP reaches up to the skies.

PIP ( CONT'D) ( CONT’D)  ( cont’d )




Listen... God goes among the worlds-black
berrying. I'll help, sir…




PIP strains upwards to the heavens 
then, as if a broken marionette, 
his strings snap and dies in 
FLASK'S arms. A muffled snare drum 
is played. EVERYONE gathers round 
PIP, creating another tableaux of 
historical catastrophes; PLACARD 
GIRL (wearing a black arm band,) 
but dressed as NAPOLEON, crosses 
announcing; "The death of Nelson." 
The CREW glare at AHAB, aided by 
STUBB, who scuffs, like a Zombie, 
into his cabin. The SCHOOL weeps 
while preparing for the burial at 
sea.(They stitch PIP into a 
hammock, slide him to the ocean.)
